Warming up Magna
DEAC are working with Magna Housing Association to ensure all their 2500 properties in the South West have cavity wall insulation.

 Warm Homes Week.
As part of the NEA Warm Homes Week campaign we met up with Christopher Chope MP from Christchurch and Mr Rob Coffin who lives in a block of 34 flats.  Thanks to Mr Rob Coffin and Gill Birkett at DEAC that block of flats is now fully insulated.

Climate Change Adaptation Workshops
Emily Bullock from DEAC and Harriet Stewart-Jones from Transition BH have been working together to deliver these workshops for Bournemouth Borough Council and Borough of Poole Council.  

Bournemouth Affordable Warmth partnership meets and exceeds LAA targets
Thanks to DEAC  Bournemouth Affordable Warmth Partnership had already exceeded their Apr 09 – Mar 10 by October 09.  

Weymouth volunteers short-listed for British Gas Green Streets Award
Emily Bullock from DEAC, John Tomblin and Sheila Stimpson, DEAC volunteers from Weymouth went to the regional finals for the British Gas Green Streets Award.  The Weymouth project  would have installed 6kW of PV on the library roof and fully insulated 60 homes in Weymouth, but unfortunately we were pipped to the post by a team from Bradford-on-Avon.  

11,358 people given advice
Between April 09 and October 09 we advised 11,358 people on saving energy

2,440 people referred to insulation grants
Between April 09 and October 09 we referred 2,110 people to insulation grants

DEAC and Bournemouth Borough Council win South West Carbon Action Network Award for the Bournemouth Landlord Project
7500 homes insulated, 170,000 tonnes of carbon dioxide saved every year, £900,000 saved on fuel bills every year, £1.6 million of utility funding drawn into the area.  This project started in Bournemouth, and is now operating in Southampton.  We are also in discussion with various other councils about developing this project in their areas.

7 exams passed
In September all DEAC staff attended the new City and Guilds course Renewable Energy in the Home 6176/2 – and we all passed the exam!

Upcoming events
Bournemouth and Poole Big Green Fortnight
Emily Bullock acted as Programme Manager for the first Bournemouth and Poole Big Green Fortnight, which featured celebrity Brigit Strawbridge, a Big Green Bus, a Big Green Film Festival and many other events, in fact 65 events making contact with 7469 people, raising awareness of environmental issues such as climate change and recycling.  Emily worked closely with Harriet Stewart-Jones from Transition BH who was a runner up in the Bournemouth Unsung Heroes Award for her work with the Big Green Fortnight. 

Biomass Boilers in Poole
Martin Samuels has been working with Paul Cooling, Carbon Reduction Manager at Borough of Poole to support three community buildings, on the path to installing wood-chip boilers.  

Spreading the Message and Action in Dorset
This project run by Emily Bullock on behalf of the Dorset Climate Change Coalition really raised the profile of climate change with the public and leaders such as local authorities and community partnerships, some numbers: 1564 people heard a Dorset based climate change presentation, 3 leaflets, 15 public events, 1005 measured and pledged to reduce their carbon footprint by 1041 tonnes annually, 460 web hits....
